It is our pleasure to acknowledge the efforts of Wasif Taj in the Aspire Leaders Program 
at the Aspire Institute, a nonprofit organization that evolved from its predecessor 
initiative founded at Harvard University. The Aspire Institute provides leadership and 
social entrepreneurship education to tens of thousands of low-income, first-generation 
college students and other underserved young graduates in more than 195 countries, 
empowering them to make an impact across various fields.

The Aspire Leaders Program consists of two modules designed to equip participants 
with critical leadership and problem-solving skills.
